2 YANGON ~ KYAIKHTIYO ~ GOLDEN ROCK ( Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner )

W After breakfast at hotel, proceed to Kyaikhtiyo, one of Myanmar's landmarks, which is famous for its precarious position and
religious importance: KYAIKTIYO the 'Golden Rock', a huge boulder completely covered by gold leaf and delicately balanced on
the edge of a cliff. Lunch on the way. To reach the pagoda from KIN PUN a steep 11 km road leads to the upper staging point by
truck. The 'upper area’ must be travelled by foot, at present, and the walk is approximately 4 km (1 hour) up a steep path and
ascend some 500 m to the GOLDEN ROCK Pagoda. On arrival you can enjoy the beautiful sun-set. ( if you wish to take a more
comfortable approach, you can sit back and be carried in sedan chairs, ‘palanquin’. by four porters. This will incur an extra cost of approx. US$ 24.00 pp
(to be paid on the spot ).

Dinner and overnight at hotel.

3 KYAIKHTIYO ~ BAGO ~ YANGON ( Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner )

w After breakfast at hotel, drive to Bago. Visit Kyat Khat Wine Monastery and have splendid scene of offering alms food to
thousand monks and Bago Market. Lunch at Restaurant. Visit Handicraft Centre, Hinthargone Pagoda, Weaving Factory in Mon
village, Chinese Temple and Pottery Sheds. Drive back to Yangon. En route visit to White Elephant and Marble Sitting Buddha.
Overnight at Hotel.

4 YANGON ’* BAGAN ( Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner)

» After breakfast at the hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Bagan. Sightseeing Bagan by visiting: Nyaung Oo Market; Shwezigon
Pagoda - the prototype for later Myanmar pagodas built bu King Anawrahta; Ananda Temple - King Kyansittha's masterpiece and
the crowning achievement of the early style temple of architecture; Kyansitha Umin; Thatbyinnyu Temple - the highest building
on the Bagan plain; and Htilominlo Temple - the largest temples of Bagan. Lunch at Sun Set Garden Restaurant. Evening visit to
Lacquer-ware making home cottage; Manuha Temple; Myinkaba Gubyaukgyi Temple - known for its wall paintings depicting
scenes from the Jataka; and Dhamanyangyi Temple. Evening, sunset view of Bagan from Bupaya or Shwesandaw Pagoda.
Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight at hotel in Bagan.

5 BAGAN ’* Mandalay ( Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner )

W After breakfast at hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Mandalay. Meet & transfer to hotel. After check in hotel, sightseeing
Mandalay to Mahamuni Image - a bronze Buddha image castled during the lifetime of Buddha himself, Tapestry works; Wood
carving & bronze castling workshops; Marble carving workshop and silk weaving home cottage. Lunch at Mya Nandar restau-
rant with Myanmar Food. After lunch, Continues visit to : Mandalay Palace, Shwenandaw Monastery - noted for its exquisite
wood carvings; gold leaf beating workshop; Atumashi Monastery; Kuthodaw Pagoda - known as the world biggest book and
finish the tour by visiting Mandalay Hill to watch the sunset and the panoramic view of the city. Dinner at Ko's Kitchen Restau-
rant with Thai Food. Overnight at hotel in Mandalay.

6 Mandalay ’* Hehol/lnle (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner )

Departure » After breakfast at hotel, transfer to airport for Heho. Upon arrival at Heho airport, from Heho, enjoy a scenic drive
to Inle Lake, one of Myanmar’'s best-known sights. The Intha people, a tribe of Mon descent, mostly inhabit the
lakeshores and floating villages. On arrival at Nyaung Shwe village, transfer by boat to start a sightseeing tour of
Inle Lake including a chance to see the leg-rowing fishermen. Continue to see the floating gardens, built up from
strips of water hyacinth and mud and anchored to the bottom with bamboo poles. There are also floating villages
Tour Fare like Ywama, the lake's downtown, where a floating market is held every five days.

. Phaung Daw Oo Pagoda, the weaving village of Inpawkhon and the jumping cat monastery. Check into hotel in
Adult Child the afternoon.
